The registration fee has been minimized to the 

amount of 350 euros all inclusive (Participant file, four nights, all meals including dress 

evening and Plovdiv day). A special funding has been settled to participate up to 100 euros 

to the participants for whom their VPs would request this support. In order to encourage early 

registration, a special price of 300 euros will be applied to all answers received before 30 

September.  

 

As well as Major Dimitar POPOV, secretary of the Committee, I am at your disposal for any 

clarification and suggestion for enhancement of the workshop content. After the successful 

2009 summer congress, you will with no doubt enjoy the Bulgarian hospitality and find the
